The Unit provides this service for free to those
who qualify for their assistance.

How Can Y ou Get Our Help?
Wednesday Dop In Advice Session

If you think w e may be able to assist yu with y our immigration,
asylum or nationality matter y ou can attend our drop-in advice session,
which is held every Wednesday morning. Our session is very busy, so
you need to arrive by 10am to be seen by an adviserlIf you don’t speak
English very well please bring someone who can help you. We can
arrange for interpreters if w e are able to take yur case on.

In a short, confidential meeting with our adviser , you will be asked
guestions about your immigration, asylum or nationality matter , s/he
will look aty our documents, and assess whether we can open up a case
file to advise and represent you in y our matter.



Vulnerable Client Appointments

A new referral system has recently been set up which allows an
appointment-based structure every Monday morning. This is designed
for vulnerable clients who are unable to attend the busy Wednesday
morning drop-in session, maybe because they hawe physical or mental
difficulties, need to attend with a support w orker, or have childcare
issues.

We encourage professional referrals to be made to our appointment
system, so that professionals supporting our clients do not have to wait
with them at our busy W ednesday morning drop-in sessions. We have
a standard form for referring clients to us, which will be mailed or faxed
to you to complete on request.

Prison, Hospital and Home V isits

We are also able to visit vulnerable clients who cannot travel to our
offices to be seen. These clients, or professionals supporting them, should
contact Liz on the above number or e-mail address to request a referral
form. Once a completed referral form is received, it will be discussed at
our weekly Casework Team Meeting and a visit arranged if we can
assist.

Who Is Eligible For Our Help?

Clients living in Greater Manchester can attend our drop-in advice
sessions, be referred for our appointments and visits. Exceptionally, we
will assist clients living outside Greater Manchester in the North W est
where they cannot get the specialist legal advice and representation they
need for their immigration, asylum and nationality matters.

When we first have contact with you, we will assess whether or not you
are eligible for our free legal advice under the government Legal Help



Scheme. W will need to take details of your income, your savings and
your outgoings. We will ask you for proof of these details by for
example producing pay-slips, bank statements, National Asylum
Support Service or Social Services letters.

Exceptionally, we assist clients who do not qualify for our free advice
under the government Legal Help Scheme, because we have funding
independent of the Legal Services Commission (LSC) and recognise the
restrictions of doing publicly funded w ork. For example, we receive
funding to do specific w ork with LGBT clients and HIV+ clients.

How T o Find Us

We are located just two miles from the city centre and are served by
excellent public transport links.

BY TRAIN

If you are coming by train to Piccadilly or V ictoria y ou can either get a
taxi or use the Metro. There are Metro links at both stations.

BY METRO

On the Bury line, get off at Crumpsall Station. On exiting the station,
turn right onto Crumpsall Lane. W e are about 5 minutes walk from the
station at the junction of Crumpsall Lane and Delaunays Road.

BY BUS

Ask to be dropped off at the junction of Crumpsall Lane and
Delaunays road. We are right on the corner.
